Maggie’s is a homely, welcoming place offering information, 
emotional and psychological support to people with a cancer 
diagnosis, and their family, carers and friends.  
 
Where is the Maggie’s Centre in Lanarkshire? 
The centre is in the doctors' residences in the grounds of 
Wishaw General Hospital. 
 
Do I need an appointment? 
You don’t need an appointment to visit Maggie’s. The centre is 
open Monday to Friday, from 9am to 5pm and you can just drop 
in.   
 
Can someone come with me? 
Yes, families, carers and friends of people affected by cancer 
are welcome. 
 
Is there a charge? 
No, all services at Maggie’s are free of charge. 
 
Can I come to Maggie’s if I don’t speak 
English? 
Yes, people from all communities are welcome at Maggie’s. 
Shafea, one of our volunteers, can speak Punjabi, Urdu and 
Hindi and is happy to help with any language difficulties. Shafea 
is at Maggie’s Lanarkshire on Thursdays from 10am until 2pm.
